Venues 
Both venues are artificial turf fields with stadiums.  No special shoes are required – this is the sport turf with 
the rubber pellets as the base.  Players can use their normal soccer shoes.  Your parents will not need to bring 
chairs to watch the games.  There is no room around the turf fields for chairs – all seating is in the bleachers.  
No concessions will be available at the fields.  Princeton has port-o-lets and Xavier has indoor bathrooms. 
 
Games will be played as scheduled in the rain.  The only exception is lightening and severe weather.  These 
fields do not close in rain.  We selected them so that we could get these games played. 
 
Princeton High School is less that 1 mile from the hotels listed below.  Xavier University is 10 ½ miles or 
approximately 15 minutes from Princeton High School.

Directions to Princeton High School – I-75 North or South to the Sharon Road Exit #15.  Go towards 
Glendale (Right onto Sharon Road if you are coming south on I-75 from Columbus or Michigan and Left 
onto Sharon Road if you are coming north on I-75 from Kentucky).  Go to the first traffic light (second 
traffic light if from Kentucky) and turn right on Chester Road.  Princeton High School is on your right.  Go 
past the stadium on your right and the entrance to the parking lot is the first driveway past the stadium.

From the Recommended Hotel Area/Princeton High School area, take Sharon Road to I-75 South and then 
follow the directions.  It is 10 ½ miles from Princeton High School to Xavier University. 

From I-75 North and South:  

1. Take I-75 to State Route 562, exit #7 (Norwood Lateral).  
2. Take the Reading Rd. Exit (second exit on SR 562).  
3. Make a right at the end of the exit ramp onto Reading Rd.  
4. Go south on Reading Rd. to the third traffic light.  
5. Make a left at the third light and immediately bear to the right onto Victory Parkway.  
6. Go through three more lights. Just after the third light is the entrance to the O'Connor Sports Center 

on your right. Schmidt Fieldhouse is located behind O'Connor Sport Center.
